ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA FOR FOREIGN MEDICAL GRADUATES

Indian citizens or overseas citizens of India who have obtained their
Primary Medical Qualifications from Medical Colleges outside India should
have qualified the Foreign Medical Graduate Examination (Screening Test)
which is conducted by National Board of Examinations. Further, they
should have been registered with MCI/SMC and should have completed
their internship or likely to complete their internship on or before
31" March 2020.

Foreign Medical Graduates are required to bring their FMGE Pass
certificate issued by NBE on their testing day.

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA FOR FOREIGN NATIONALS IN NEET-PG 2020.

It is not mandatory for foreign nationals to have temporary registration
with MCI at the time of writing NEET-PG. Foreign Nationals can write
NEET-PG without MCI registration. The Medical Council of India may,
on payment of the prescribed fee for registration, grant temporary
registration for the duration of the Post Graduate course limited to the
medical college/institution to which he/she is admitted for the time being
exclusively for pursuing postgraduate studies. Provided further that
temporary registration to such foreign national shall be subject to the
condition that such person is duly registered with appropriate registering
authority in his own country where from he has obtained his Basic Medical
qualification, and is duly recognized by the corresponding Medical Council
or concerned authority.”

The dates indicated by candidates with regard to 12 months Compulsory
Rotating Resident Internship in the application form (i.e. internship starting
and completion date) shall be treated as final and candidates will be
required to submit the original Compulsory Rotating Resident Internship
completion certificate at the time of admission in allotted Medical
College/Institute.

The cut off dates for the recognition of the Medical Colleges, from where
the candidates have passed their MBBS Degree Course and completed
compulsory rotatory Internship for the year 2020 will be as prescribed by
MCI. The Colleges recognized after the cut- off date prescribed by MCI will
not be considered.

Registration with M.C.l. / State Medical Council is necessary and its
documentary proof should be furnished by the candidates on the day of
examination and at the time of counseling/admission.

No. MCI-18(1)/2017-Med./128371.—In exercise of powers conferred by Section 33 ofthe Indian
Medical Council Act, 1956 (102 of 1956), the Medical Council of India with the previous sanction of the Central
Government hereby makes the following regulations to further amend the “Postgraduate Medical Education
Regulations, 2000” namely:—

1. (i) These regulations may be called the “Postgraduate Medical Education (Amendment) Regulations, 2017.”
(i) They shall come into force from the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

2. In the “Postgraduate Medical Education Regulations, 20007, in Clause 9A under the heading “Selection
of postgraduate students”, the following shall be substituted:-

Clause 9A (2) shall be substituted as under:-

“The Designated Authority for counselling for the 50% All India Quota seats of the contributing States,
as per the existing scheme for Diploma and M.D./M.S. courses shall be the Directorate General of Health
Services, Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Government of India. Further, the Directorate General
of Health Services, Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Government of India shall conduct
counselling for all postgraduate courses [Diploma, M.D./M.S., D.M./M.Ch.] in Medical Educational
Institutions of the Central Government, Universities established by an Act of Parliament and the Deemed
Universities. Furthermore, the Directorate General of Health Services shall conduct the counselling for all
Superspecialty courses (D.M./M.Ch.) in Medical Educational Institutions of the Central Government,
Medical Educational Institutions of the State Government, Deemed Universities, Universities established
by an Act of Parliament, Universities established by an Act of State/Union Territory Legislature, Medical
Educational Institutions established by Municipal Bodies, Trust, Society, Company or Minority
Institutions”.

Clause 9A (3), shall be substituted as under:-

“The counselling for admission to Diploma and M.D./M.S. in all Medical Educational Institutions in a
State/Union Territory, including, Medical Educational Institutions established by the State Government,
University established by an Act of State/Union Territory Legislature, Municipal Bodies Trust, Society,
Company or Minority Institutions shall be conducted by the State/Union Territory Government.”
